Registration for all entrants is from 8:30am – 9:30am on Saturday 

March 6, 2004 at Center Court in front of Hecht’s. 
 

The Tiger race is at Center Court in front of Hecht’s 
Wolf, Bear, Webelos I, and Webelos II races will be in the 

Storefront on the second level across from Victoria’s Secret next to 
Dillards.  This is also the location of the “pit area.” 

 
All races are scheduled to begin at 10:00am 

Division races should be completed by about noon. 
 

We are using a Partial–Perfect N race method. On a three lane track each car will run 6 
times…8 times on a four lane track.  Each car runs in a different lane in each heat and 
should not run in the same lane two races in a row.  After all entries have raced, finals 
will be run to eliminate ties and sort out the winners.  This method assures the highest 

probability of the fastest car actually being awarded first place.  1st through 4th place will 
not be known until all cars have raced and finals have been completed. 

 
Drawings for door prizes will be held at the completion of each 

race and before the Grand Prix.  Trophies will be awarded at 
Center Court immediately following completion of the Division 

Races (about 12:30pm) 
 

The 1st and 2nd place winners from each division race will compete 
in the District Grand Prix on the track in front of Hecht’s at about 

1:00pm (earlier if everyone is ready and present).
